Special General Meeting (SGM)

Proposal 1

‘Clause 2a

An SGM will be held in the autumn of this year to consider
changes necessary to the constitution of the Association in
order to gain charitable status. Two proposals will be put to
the SGM by the Secretary as follows:

Delete all the present Clause 2. Replace it with the Clause 2a
set out below and a new Clause 2b, establishing; powers which
lead to the achievement of 2a, details of which are available
from the Secretary.

The objectives of the Association are to emcourage and
promote, by charitable means but not otherwise, the
following:

(i) to stimulate public interest in and care for the beauty,
history and character of the Grange and its
neighbourhood;

(ii) to encourage the preservation, protection, development
and improvement of features of historical, architectural
or public interest in the area of benefit;

(iii) to encourage high standards of planning and architecture
in or affecting the area of benefit;

(iv) to educate the public in the geography, history, natural
history and architecture of the area of benefit.”



Proposal 2 Delete all the present Clause 4. Replace it with a new Clause
4, as follows:

‘4. Membership shall be open to all persons or bodies who
are interested in the objects of the Association.
Membership shall lapse if the subscription is unpaid for
more than six months after notification that it is due.

Inall questions regarding membership, the decision of the
Committee shall be final.’

The date for the SGM in the autumn will be announced nearer the time.

Notes from the AGM, 21 February 1996
In the chairman’s review of the year he mentioned

Traffic management. The present scheme is now complete. The Highway
Authority will assess the situation after six months. In the meantime the
Secretary of the Association is happy to coordinate comments (pros and cons)
if people wish to convey them in writing or by telephone.

Trees. The book Trees in the Grange by Alistair Scott, illustrated by Fiona Reid
and Anne Gilchrist was launched at a Tree Day in October 1995. Thanks are
due particularly to Historic Scotland and Scottish Natural Heritage for
substantial sponsorship.

Garden Group. A very successful Bring and Buy Sale was held in October
1995. Thanks are due mainly to Jean Duff and Dorothy Ryle.

Cemetery Group. Members of this group have carried on the photo-recording
of gravestones, and recording inscriptions thereon, in Grange Cemetery.
Material is still being assembled towards the production of a leaflet about the
cemetery and those resting there. An approach was made to the City of
Edinburgh District Council for help in improving the conservation interest of
the cemetery. A management plan was put forward to the Group by the
Council providing for an increase in the varieties of trees, the introduction of
more shrubs, placing more seats, and for the siting and fixing of birdnesting
boxes. Volunteers to help clean out the nesting boxes later in the year will be
welcomed. Offers please, to Sheila Reid.

Copies of the 10 new maps to be added to the existing binder are still
available. Copies of the full set of 28 maps have sold out but a further issue is
being considered.
